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A Brief History of Nanoose Bay and Fairwinds «

Nanoose Bay has a long history of settlement, beginning with the First Nations who used the
name “Nonooa” or “Snono-o0s” for the area. As evident by the First Nations winter village site
on the south side of Nanoose Harbour, the navigable waters along Vancouver Island’s east
coast have long been recognized for their sheltered coves and abundant natural resources.

The first European settler in the area was John Enos. Born in the Azores (Portugal), Enos
travelled to North America and spent time as a sailor, gold prospector and a Hudson’s Bay
mining employee in Nanaimo. In 1862, he decided to settle in Nanoose and named his new
home Notch Hill Ranch after the silhouette of the distinctive hill on the peninsula. It is thought
possible that Schooner Cove was name by Jose Maria Navarez, a Spanish explorer who
captained the schooner Santa Santurnina, as early as 1863.

In 1911, a new industrial era began that resulted in the peninsula becoming known as Powder
Point. The Giant Powder Company manufactured cordite and gunpowder for use in mining,
land clearing and armaments for World War I. About 100 men were employed at the plant, and
the community was complete with water and sewer systems, electricity, telephones and
approximately three miles of railway track. On January 1, 1918 catastrophe struck when the
“dope” house, storing nitroglycerin, blew up and killed two men. The blast wreaked havoc and
was heard as far away as Vancouver and Ladner, and the plant eventually moved to James
Island in 1925.

Also in 1911, a German firm built a brick plant in what is now known as Brickyard Bay. Clay was
brought in from fields which are now the golf course, and coal to fire the kiln was brought in by
barges, which were also used to haul the bricks away. Bricks can still be seen intertwined with
the roots of giant maple and fir trees in the park.

The 1,300 acres which was to become Fairwinds was sold in 1929 to a group that envisioned
forming an exclusive club, complete with a golf course, tennis courts, swimming pool and
accommodation. However, fate and timing was not on their side, and the land once again
became pasture to sheep and cattle, changing hands numerous times.

In 1980, Fairwinds began as the vision of four local men - Bill Benner, Al Slaughter, Neil Scott
and Frank Herman - of a carefully planned retirement and recreation community. Under the
careful work of planner Gordon Ralston, Fairwinds was shaped to preserve the area’s natural
beauty. In the summer of 1988, Fairwinds opened its Les Furber designed golf course as the
centerpiece of the community. Schooner Cove Resort, with its marina, hotel, and adjacent
condominiums was completed separately in 1980, and in 1988 was purchased by the

developers of Fairwinds.

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Vision for the Future

Fairwinds is owned by British Columbia Investment Management Corporation (“bcIMC”) and
managed by Bentall Kennedy LP. We are committed to developing and managing sustainable
residential neighbourhoods that respect and protect environmentally sensitive areas. To date,
over 700 homes and home sites have been developed within the Fairwinds neighbourhood, and
we are currently in the process of planning for future development of Schooner Cove and the
Lakes District neighbourhoods.

The Schooner Cove and Lakes District neighbourhoods collectively comprise 748 acres within
the larger community of Nanoose Bay. The proposed Village at Schooner Cove is designed to

provide residents of Nanoose Bay with a vibrant waterfront community heart where they can
access the marina and amenities to meet their day-to-day commercial needs.

The commercial component of the Village is proposed to be approximately 25,000 square feet
of shops and services that include: a pub and restaurant; a community grocer; a bakery/café; a
beer and wine merchant; marina-related goods; and a variety of personal and professional
services. Additional features include: a jib crane boat launch; surface and underground parking;
a pedestrian connection to the waterfront; and abundant water features.

Schooner Cove Village is designed to be integrated with the topography of the site and nestle
within retained forest areas. The inclusion of moderate density housing within the Schooner
Cove neighbourhood — approximately 360 dwelling units — will provide critical mass to both
support a mix of commercial uses at Schooner Cove and facilitate the conservation of natural
areas within the Lakes District.

By sensitively locating development within a framework of conservation and recreation, the
Lakes District Neighbourhood Plan conserves over 90% of identified environmentally sensitive
areas, and establishes a public park system that covers nearly 45% of the Lakes District.

The Neighbourhood Plans for Schooner Cove and the Lakes District establish distinct
community gathering areas within residential neighbourhoods. The Plans also include a
generous network of publicly accessible pathways and trails to promote walkability and reduce
reliance on automobiles. The Neighbourhood Plans also provide extensive public parkland and
connections for pedestrians and cyclists, thereby reducing daily auto trips, and promoting
walkability within a more complete community.
